SIXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME - FEBRUARY 12", 2017

Today we are reminded in all three readings that God’s plan for us is to follow a path that leads to wisdom
and happiness. The prophet Sirach lets us know that we have to make choices for good or evil and Paul
envisions the wonders that our God prepares for us. In the Gospel we hear Jesus insisting that it is not
enough, like the Pharisees, to obey the external ‘letter’ of God’s word, but that we need to believe it
interiorly. God sees into our heart and when we live lives of grace it will be our heart’s ‘desire to be like the
Lord’. Furthermore, looking at God’s law from a negative viewpoint tends to lead to a minimalistic
interpretation. We know that it is not enough to say that we have not committed murder, and so have obeyed
the 5" commandment. Rather, we need to look at the commandments in a positive way and consider how we
can do our part to love our neighbor — with all that implies. Indeed — there is only that one law — the law of
love.

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS -

SECOND STEP: ELECTION OR ENROLLMENT OF NAMES.
This step took place on Saturday, February 11" at the 5 pm. Mass. For those of you who were
wondering what special ceremony was taking place .. it was the second step in Christian Initiation which is
the liturgical rite that closes the period of the catechumenate. This step is called election because the
acceptance made by the Church is founded on the election by God, in whose name the Church acts. The step
is also called the enrollment of names because as a pledge of fidelity, the catechumen, Jennie Colbourne,
inscribed her name in the book that lists those who have been chosen for initiation. Instead of catechumen,
Jennie is now known as the elect.
We are asked to continue to pray for Jennie as she continues her preparation for her reception of the
sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist.
Another step will be celebrated at the 5 pm. Mass on Saturday, February 18", you will learn about that in
next week’s Bulletin.

LENT

Lent is a preparation for the celebration of Easter. Throughout Lent we are called to believe the “Good
News”, to repent, and to turn back to God. It is a time of conversion.

ASH WEDNESDAY, March 1% is a day of fast and abstinence. This means not eating meat on that day.
Ash Wednesday sets the tone for the next forty days of Lent.

“Observing Lent in our parish and in our homes”

... Avoiding Sin: We turn away from our sinful ways — our failings, our indifferences.

... Fasting: Besides fasting on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, we could give up meat or other desirable
foods during Lent, eg. Movies, TV shows, etc.

... Alms to the poor: Money saved from fasting or abstaining could be donated to charity, eg. Emmaus
House, The Gathering Place, Development and Peace.

... Doing good works: Sharing our time and our possessions with others through service and prayer.

... Prayer and Devotions: Attending daily Mass when possible, personal prayer, Stations of the Cross.
